News Briefs:

>

Mr. Raouf Farid, Project Brays Program Manager for the Harris County Flood Control District (HCFCD) briefed
attendees at the September general meeting on the progress of improvements to the part of Brays Bayou that runs
through Idylwood. A summary of his comments follows:

Progress in completing improvements to the bayou downstream between Mason Park and Forest Hills bridge have
been delayed 60-90 days due to the rain that we have experienced this summer. Weather permitting, that section of the
improvements will be completed before the end of 2007.

Improvements to the section of the bayou that runs through our neighborhood won't begin until mid-2008. Bidding takes
60-90 days, therefore, it appears the actual “dirt work” on the part of the bayou that runs through our neighborhood
won’t begin until mid-2008. The improvements will include work on both the Idylwood and the cemetery side of the
bayou. At some points on the Idylwood side of the bayou, the green space will be reduced to 15 feet.

Three bridges in our area will be renovated/reconstructed: Forest Hills, Lawndale, and Old Spanish Trail. Only one
bridge will be renovated at a time and it is estimated that it will take three years for all three bridges to be completed.

The City of Houston has asked HCFCD to include in their redesign of the Lawndale bridge, straightening out of the
curve that's roughly at the entrance to Forest Lawn Cemetery. This design change is currently being considered,
however, it's not clear that much improvement can be accomplished.

“Current law penalizes dog owners whose dog injures or causes serious bodily injury or death. H.B. 1355 strengthens
those laws to address the current rate of dog attacks in Texas.

The legislation requires dog owners, regardless of whether their dog has been declared dangerous, to secure their dog
on their property. Previously, owners were required to secure their dog only if animal control declared the dog
dangerous with evidence that the dog was aggressive or had injured someone in the past.

The new law raises the penalty by providing that a dog owner is held criminally responsible upon the first attack by a
dog that causes serious bodily injury or death at a location other than the dog’s property in an unprovoked attack in
which the dog owner failed to secure the dog. The crime is punishable by a third-degree felony for serious bodily injury
and a second-degree felony for death. The bill provides defense to prosecution for many professionals that deal with
dogs on a regular basis.”
