Dead Fish in Bayou submitted by Reni Millar

The fish kill in Brays Bayou and Country Club Creek, mostly Snow Plecos an invasive species from South America, 

lead to water samples being taken since it was in question whether COH treated sewage or oxygenation or an unknown 

source of contamination was the cause. Brays Bayou is an "Unclassified Stream" considered part of the Houston Ship 

Channel, therefore it does not meet stream standards. Each unique stream has a water quality number. Brays Bayou's 

water source is the Houston Ship Channel, so we get the water quality number relating to the ship channel. You can 

get additional information from www.H-GAC.com or look up the Houston Galveston Council COG. They are considered 

the clearing-house for water quality information according to the TX Parks & Wildlife Regional Biologist. Brays Bayou 

tidal segment number is 1007-04. Texas Commission of Environment Quality (TCEQ) office off Polk can provide water 

and sediment data for Brays. The information is categorized by the water body segment number. The first two digits 

10 are for the San Jacinto River Basin , 1007 is for the Houston Ship Channel / Buffalo Bayou, and the 04 is Brays 

Bayou tidal. Levels in toxic concentrations in Brays Bayou are ordinarily pesticides and chemicals. Trace elements are 

not monitored regularly, however nutrients, nitrogen and phosphorous are monitored on a regular basis. Too many 

nutrients and too much organic materials from source point run-off are typically the problem. Toxic is a phrase used 

when fish are dead or dying in the water and that includes animals drinking from that source. There are two “Clean 

Rivers” water monitoring stations downstream from Idylwood to the Ship Channel and they are manned by volunteers, 

one which happens to be COH Environmental Health Division. According to the Regional Biologist who took water 

samples, the Snow Plecos were evidentially killed during the cold weather.
